Place the rack where it is to be permanently located and drill a 1/4"
diameter by 1-1/2" deep hole through each of the four (4) mounting
holes in the base.

2. Using a 3/8"-7 x 2" Hex-Head Lag screw, place a 3/8" x 1-3/4" fender
washer and 3/8" split lock washer on each lag screw.

3. Screw one loaded lag screw into each of the four (4) pre-drilled holes.
4. Tighten down all lag screws securely.
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
