Determine where on the
internal horizontal rails

you’re required to provide cable
support. 

1 Place the cable tray onto
the rails to determine the

best locations for the “cage nuts”
that are required to be installed
into the horizontal rails.

2 Remove the panel, and
install the necessary

number of cage nuts.
3 Place the cable tray back on

to the horizontal rails and
secure with the #2 Phillips screws
provided. 
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Repeat these steps for each
additional cable tray.
